During a student think-aloud, a student makes visible his or her thinking process by monitoring comprehension out loud.  c. Self-directed questions are an essential part of a think-aloud and the way that the reader monitors understanding. d. A teacher can observe and assess student comprehension and application of appropriate strategies.

9. a. The student could reread, look back, read on, guess using context clues, ask a peer, or check a reference. b. During reading, the student might verify, modify, confirm, reject, or keep reading.  After reading, the student might revisit the prediction to assess whether it was accurate and why.

10. a. Dialogic Reading is a scaffolded approach in which the student tells the story and the teacher, as the audience, listens, questions, and guides.  Dialogic Reading provides a structure for teachers to ask meaningful questions that help students comprehend a text. b. CROWD stands for the five types of prompts used in Dialogic Reading: Completion, Recall, Open-Ended, W(h) (who, what, when, where, why), and Distancing.  These prompts help students actively engage with the story. c. The PEER sequence is Prompt, Evaluate, Expand, and Repeat and describes a technique used in Dialogic Reading that involves students actively in becoming the tellers of a story.  d. A Tripod Response Sheet presents three angles of written response—personal, creative, and critical—and helps students to respond to a text in a variety of ways.  e. Think-Pair-Share is a cooperative learning technique in which students work alone to develop a response, work with a peer to refine the response, then communicate the response to the entire class.  This process helps students deepen understanding of a text and strengthen their expressed responses.
