8. Answers will vary.  If students choose to list words that relate to audible, hydraulic, and geology, they may list auditory, auditorium, audit, audiologist, audio, hydroelectric, hydrogen, hydrofoil, geography, geode, or geodesic.  Whether they stick to the three given roots or choose others, students should demonstrate their understanding of the connection between the meaning of the root and the meaning of the word based on that root.  

9. A rime, or phonogram, is the part of a word that contains the vowel and what comes after.  A change in the consonant, consonant blend, or digraph that precedes the rime makes a new word. Examples of this are black, back, and rack. 

10. Answers will vary.  Students may focus on the lack of correspondence between letter and sound; on diphthongs, schwas, blends, and other examples of sounds/spellings; on inconsistent vowel pronunciations; on the dozens of prefixes and suffixes that change the meanings of words; or on the diversity of roots that make English vocabulary so extensive and nuanced.
