2. The statement is false. Print awareness can be taught through print referencing and other active interventions.  For most children print awareness does not come automatically.  A print-rich environment is important, however, as it provides opportunities for early literacy experiences.

3. False.  The goal of pre-school and Kindergarten is to enhance print literacy so that all students are print literate by the end of Kindergarten. 

4. True.  Three times a year is recommended for formal assessment.  Informal assessment, especially one-on-one, should take place frequently for those students who need to be monitored more closely.

5. True.  These opportunities can be within or outside the classroom.  For informal assessment, the reading experience should be one-on-one.

6. False. Instruction in print concepts should be provided to those children who need it. 

7. True.  Having students point to text features is much easier for them than describing the features and is therefore a more accurate assessment of what they know.
