1. a.  Curriculum-Based Measurement b. Words Correct Per Minute c. Oral Reading Fluency d. Words Read Correctly e. Response to Intervention  

2. a. Curriculum-Based Measurement (CBM) is the assessment tool for measuring Oral Reading Fluency (ORF).  b. Words Correct Per Minute (WCPM) is the way that an Oral Reading Fluency (ORF) score is expressed.  c. Oral Reading Fluency (ORF) is the combination of reading rate and accuracy.  d. Words Read Correctly (WRC) means the same thing as Words Correct Per Minute or WCPM. e. The Response to Intervention (RtI) model is the process of giving a student progressively easier texts until he/she meets the target Oral Reading Fluency (ORF) score for a particular grade level, then using increasingly more difficult texts until he/she reaches grade level standards.  In Maze CBM a student reads silently.  At about every seventh word, he/she encounters three choices and must choose the one that makes the most sense in the passage.  Maze CBM may be more appropriate for upper grade students than ORF CBM because Maze CBM is related more directly to comprehension.

4. Step 1:  The student reads an unpracticed, grade level passage for one minute.

Step 2:  The teacher follows along and marks any errors.

Step 3:  The teacher subtracts the number of errors from the total number of words read.

6. A student in the 90th percentile should have a WCPM score of 106 (+ or – 10) in the fall and a WCPM score of 142 (+ or – 10) in the spring after gaining 36 words.  b. These scores are within the normal range (+ or – 10).  c. A student whose WCPM in the fall is in the 75th percentile.  He/she should progress to a WCPM score of 100 (+ or – 10) in the winter if progressing adequately against national norms. 

7. Accept all reasonable answers. 

8. Answers may vary somewhat.  Examples:  Stress:  The student puts equal stress on each word; The student stresses all appropriate words.  Phrasing: Student reads word-by-word; The student reads in meaningful phrases.  Intonation: The student does not change pitch in response to end marks; The student consistently changes pitch in response to end marks.  Expression:  The student reads in a monotone; The student uses voice to reflect character’s feelings and actions.  Pauses:  The student reads without pausing for punctuation; The student consistently pauses appropriately at all punctuation.

10. a. A student progress graph shows ORF scores over time in order to monitor progress.  b. A baseline median score is a student’s initial ORF score.  c. Successive ORF scores are the data collected in subsequent weeks after the baseline median score is established.  d. The aim line is a graph line connecting a student’s baseline median score and target score.  e. The target weekly rate of growth is the intersection point of the week and the aim line, which tracks a student’s progress toward the target score.
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
